ARTICLE I—PURPOSE

This Annex to Memorandum of Agreement NAT-1-845 (the Agreement) sets forth the
terms, conditions, and framework under which the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA),
the designated representative of the American Institute in Taiwan (AIT) provides FAA
services to the Civil Aeronautics Administration (CAA), the designated representative of the
Taipei Economic and Cultural Representative Office in the United States (TECRO), to
perform flight inspections and flight inspection-related for the CAA.

- ARTICLE II - SCOPE OF WORK

Program tasks to be carried out under this Annex are summarized in fmplementing

Arrangement Number 1. Additional program tasks may be identified in future Implementing

Arrangements.
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ARTICLE III - RESPONSIBILITIES OF AIT
The responsibilities of AIT under this Annex are:

To make available, through its designated representative, the FAA, personnel to provide site
test, comrﬁissioning, periodic, and/or special flight inspections of air navigational aids and
verification of instrument flight procedures in Taiwan at such locations and times as may be
requested by TECRO and its designated representative, the CAA, to the extent mutually
agreed upon by both parties in writing.

ARTICLE 1V - RESPONSIBILITIES OF TECRO
The responsibilities of TECRO under this Annex are:

A. To provide guidance for and to facilitate consultations between and among
représentativés of CAA, FAA, AIT, and other appropriate agencies; and

B. - To ensure that itsl designated representative, the CAA, provide all
arrangements, services, and information defined in Implementing Arrangement Number 1,
and any future Implementing Arrangements.
® C. - To ensure appropriate transfer of funds to AIT for reimbursable activities as
defined in Implementing Arrangement Number 1, and any future Implementing

Arrangements for this purpose.
